Notr.—This Table comprises only a few of those adjustments of the Gospels (whether tabular or in full), which
have become best known in America. The figures refer to the scctions as they are numbered in Strong's Har-
mony, and their order in each column shows the relative position assigued by the several authors to the correspond-
ing events, An asterisk [*] points out a marked difference from the arrabngement of that work in the puwrticulers
of any event or passage: an obelisk [T] indicates a clear repetition of some of the prominent incidents in another
place: a double dagger [1] is prefixed to those sections in the arrangement of which the majority of harmonizers
coincide ; and pnraﬁ 1s {I] are set to those concerning the position of which there is little or no dispute.
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
